
IMMOBEL INCREASES ITS DIVIDEND BY 10%, BRINGING THE 

2021 DIVIDEND TO EUR 3.05 GROSS PER SHARE 

 

Today, the General Meeting has approved the distribution of a dividend of EUR 3.05 
gross per share in circulation, representing a 10% dividend increase.  

Further to the resolutions taken today by the General Meeting, a dividend of EUR 3.05 gross per share in circulation 

will be paid for the fiscal year 2021, payable as from 27 April 2022 on presentation of coupon n° 32. 

 

Immobel increases its dividend for the 5th year in a row, in line with its dividend policy. 

 

At EUR 3.05 gross per share, the total pay-out amount will be EUR 30,409,692.55.
